ÅMore Detailed Information

ÅData is reported as complete incidents, wherein all aspects of the incident 
(offense, victim, offender, property, etc.) is included.

ÅThere is no hierarchy rule, and all offenses in the incident are reported.

ÅExpanded Victim-to-Offender Relationship

Benefits of  NIBRS Participation



BENEFITS OF NIBRS PARTICIPATION

ÅAll data within each incident is interconnected.

ÅNIBRS data collects a vast array of details that summary can only dream of.          

ÅExpands burglary hotel rule to include rental storage facilities

ÅThe data collected in NIBRS is richer, deeper and more robust than that of summary.

ÅData can be queried by information within each incident.

ÅGrant funding tied to NIBRS participation.
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ÅProgram collects: Offenses, Property, Arrests, LEOKA, Arson, Hate Crime, Cargo 

Theft & Human Trafficking data-Texas requires: Drug Seizure, Family 

Violence, and Sexual Assault data

ÅNo identifying information recorded

ÅCurrently reported by paper submission or online data entry

ÅBasic counts (simple tally of crimes committed)

ÅNo direct connectivity between crimes-property-arrests
